Graded Composition 1 – A Country I Want to Visit

Write a paragraph about a country you want to visit. Look at the questions and answers you wrote on pages 13 to 15 of your textbook for ideas and help with sentence structure. Look again at the information on pages 15-17 about subjects and verbs. When you write your paragraph, be sure to:

1. Write on a 8 1/2 by 11 inch piece of paper

 (or you may use a computer if you prefer, but a handwritten assignment is fine).

2. Use dark pencil or a black pen.

3. Write your name, date, class (ESL022), and assignment number (Composition 1) in the upper right corner of the paper.

4. Write a title for the paragraph on the top line of the paper.

5. DOUBLE-SPACE!

6.  Be sure to indent the first sentence of the paragraph.


7. Use a capital letter to begin each sentence and for all proper nouns (names).

8. Use a period to end each sentence.

9. Write between 9 and 12 sentences.
10. Bring the paragraph to class on Thursday, September 3.  This is your first draft.  You will have some time in class on Thursday to get help from your classmates and instructor to correct errors.  

12. Rewrite your first draft and then give the second draft (final copy) to the instructor on Tuesday, September 8 for a grade.  The assignment is worth 30 points.
