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Simple Present Tense

Sentences using the simple present tense (is/are + past participle) in the passive voice are commonly used to describe things a country grows or makes. 
 We use the passive voice to avoid including unnecessary or awkward words.

Cotton is grown in Arizona.
Miners mine copper in Arizona.

Copper is mined in Arizona.
