Dr. Pepper, after a friend of he drugstore’s owner.  The soda was introduced 
to the public in 1904 at the St. Louis World’s Fair.  The soda is unique because twenty-three different flavors are added 
to it.  It is sold 
in many countries outside the United States now.  Millions of bottles are consumed 
every year.  It has been 
around for over a hundred years, and it will be 
interesting to see if it lasts a hundred more.

�  This is the 3rd simple present tense passive voice sentence.


�  This is not a passive voice sentence.  The ver b be (has been) is intransitive.  It is followed by an adverb phrase show when/how long.


�This is not a passive voice sentence.  The ver b be (will be) is intransitive.  It is followed by an adjective (interesting).
